The Digby Mary Magdalene has hitherto been
studied primarily as it relates to East Anglian
devotional culture. Joanne Findon depends and
broadens our understanding of the play by
exploring its use of the “secular” genres of
romance, fabliau, and love lyric to develop its
character and themes. She further shows how it
subverts the generic conventions and how that
subversion is echoed in its unconventional use
of space. Findon thus illuminates both the play’s
ideology and its literary strategies while clarify-
ing its place in literary history. Lady, Hero, Saint
is a splendid contribution to the revisionary
scholarship that is transforming our under-
standing of fifteenth-century English literature.

Natural Theology in the Augustinian Tradition

One sees Mackey’s work in Peregrinations of the
Word (1997) and in the present volume as to-
gether doing for the Augustinian tradition some-
thing similar to what Etienne Gilson did for
(existential) Thomism. As Gilson argued that
Thomism laid bare a perennial feature of the
Western philosophical tradition — the need to
acknowledge and account for being and exis-
tence in one’s philosophical reflection — so
Mackey argues in these works that the Augustin-
ian tradition too lays bare a perennial feature of
the Western tradition, that dialectic of faith and
understanding that comes to anchor itself in
faith to the reality and implications of hierarchic
order.

LOUIS MACKEY (1926-2004) was born in Sidney, Ohio.
He received his BA in English from Capital University,
before proceeding to Duke University for graduate work
in philosophy. Robert E. Cushman of Duke Divinity
School became his mentor and eventually facilitated his
transfer to Yale, where he completed a dissertation on
Kierkegaard. He held professorships at Yale and at Rice
before joining the faculty at the University of Texas at Aus-
tin, where he taught philosophy for thirty-five years. His
wide-ranging works include Kierkegaard: A Kind of Poet
(1971), Peregrinations of the Word (1997), Fact, Fiction, and
Representation (1997), and An Ancient Quarrel Continued
(2002). In addition to his work in philosophy and literary
criticism, Mackey enjoyed performing music and acting
(credits include Slacker [1991] and Waking Life [2001]).

All glossaries contain hidden treasures: render-
ings of often obscure words and forms sometimes
by forms and words still more obscure, but all
offering echoes of ancient lore. In David Porter’s
important new edition of the Antwerp-London
Glossaries, the first to modern standards, we find
a collection of texts that originated in the seventh
-century school at Canterbury that Bede extolled
as the envy of all others, that influenced the work
of Aldhelm, who has been rightly described as
‘the first English man of letters,” and that
continued to be used and augmented into the
eleventh century, when they were finally set
down in the form we find here. In effect, the
Antwerp-London Glossaries shed considerable
light on English learning throughout what is
erroneously seen as a dark period of education.
Not so, as Porter’s brilliant and illuminating

new edition so clearly reveals.

With this book Fr. Steven Hawkes-Teeples, sJ,
Professor of Byzantine Liturgy at the Pontifical
Oriental Institute in Rome, fills a gaping hole in
the scholarly literature associated with the over-
lapping academic fields of Byzantine Studies,
Medieval Studies, Orthodox Theology, and
Oriental Liturgiology. The present volume
represents the first translation into any modern
western academic language of both commen-
taries of St. Symeon of Thessalonika (d. 1429) on
the Byzantine Divine Liturgy or Eucharist. Such
neglect is surprising, for St. Symeon is an author
of the first importance. As the last and most
prolific Orthodox liturgical theologian of the
Byzantine era, who lived at the point when the
Byzantine Empire was moving toward its demise
before the Ottoman onslaught, he crowns and
closes his era.

Radulphus Ardens (fl. 1190s) was a famous
preacher, distinguished theologian within the
school of Gilbert of Poitiers, and chaplain in the
court of Richard I the Lionheart. While modern
scholarship is already familiar with his sermon
collections, his major and final work, the Speculum
uniuersale, still remains unedited and underex-
plored. In it he composes one of the most com-
prehensive moral theologies in the twelfth century.

This is the first Latin edition and translation of
Radulphus’ treatment of the sacraments (Book 8,
chapters 31-92). The introduction offers a bio-
graphical sketch, a summary of his writings, and
an analysis of the manuscript tradition of the
Speculum. Readers are presented with a wealth of
Latin writings, much of which are still unedited,
that situates Radulphus’ sacramental theology
within the rich theological milieu of the late
twelfth century.

This volume contains translations of three of
William of Auvergne’s shorter, more spiritual
works: Cur Deus homo (Why God Became Man),
De gratia (On Grace), and De fide (On Faith). Each
work touches upon the understanding of the
relation between nature and grace, the moral and
theological virtues, and of the need for our
redemption by Christ and its character.

In the first treatise William sets forth the reasons
for the incarnation of the Word. In it he is deeply
influenced by Anselm of Canterbury’s emphasis
on the need for satisfaction to be made to God
for human sin, a satisfaction that could only
adequately be made by someone both divine and
human. In the second treatise William argues for
the need of grace in order for human beings to
return to God. In the third treatise, William
defines faith and establishes belief in God as the
foundation of faith — something, he argues, that
cannot be grasped by the human intellect alone.
